To decommission but retain the existing life expired Lancashire Boiler contact tanks and install 2 new contact tanks opposite the original tanks.  .
The Benefits
The Horton Kirby WTW requires upgrading as the Lancashire Boilers are now obsolete and the installation of the new tanks will secure the water supply in the area.

What’s involved
 All the work will be carried out at the water treatment works and 2 large tanks will be delivered and installed on the site.
Activities
During the initial phase, the residents will notice the delivery of some site set up equipment including portacabins and excavation equipment.  These will all enter the site via the main entrance on Horton Street and deliveries will be timed to avoid peak travel times.

A temporary access route to the site will be created to the south west of the site adjacent to Franks Lane for the delivery of the 2 large contact tanks in September.  There may be some tree trimming  in order to clear this temporary entrance.
The site is remote from the village but residents on the Dartford Road above the site may be able to view the activities on site..
Mitigations 
A traffic management plan will be established to ensure residents are not inconvenienced by deliveries to site.  GBMJV will only work during normal working hours.  The temporary access will be reinstated to woodland at the end of the project.
