SE/09/02964/FUL

Horton Kirby Paper Mills Horton Road South Darenth

The use of temporary access at Millstone Mews, approved under SE/07/02177/FUL and SE/08/00976/CONVAR, to include permitted use by residents of Block B (13 apartments), Block C (28 Units), Block E1 and E2 (14 Units) and Block D1 AND D2 (33 Units) for a temporary period up until the completion of the development.
The Parish Council objects to this further extension of a temporary access to many more residences than originally agreed on the grounds that it will create a tremendous amount of additional traffic through an already busy pinch point (the doctors’ surgery in Millstone Close) causing inconvenience to residents and danger to pedestrians. The developer should look to finding a better alternative.

SECTION 106 MONIES FOR COMMUNITY PURPOSES

The clerk submitted a report detailing the various options under the section 106 agreement and listing advantages and disadvantages of each course of action. Following a conversation with Lesley Bowles Sevenoaks District Council’s Community Development Manager the clerk also circulated notes explaining the district council’s views on various courses of action.

The chairman tabled a motion as follows:
“That the Parish Council proceed immediately with the proposed extension to the Village Hall as detailed in the Planning permission granted on the 3rd September 2009.” 

There was some support for this but also some concerns about the internal aspects of the extension. It was agreed that the extension should be multifunctional for all members of the community but there could also be a need for basic facilities which allowed junior football and cricket to use the extension for changing which would bring in year round income.
Councillor Mitchell read out all the past Minutes on the subject including possibilities for extra funding mentioned and suggested that a community trust group be set up to run the extension separately but still answering to the Parish Council. This idea needed notice and further investigation before being considered by the Parish Council at a later date.

There was concern from some members that the motion as tabled did not allow for alterations to internal facilities which were considered to be essential to allow flexible use of the extension to prevent it becoming a white elephant.
The motion was amended and it was 

UNANIMOUSLY RESOLVED that the Parish Council proceed immediately with the proposed extension to the Village Hall as detailed in the Planning permission granted on the 3rd September 2009 with the provision that the internal arrangements might be altered.
