VILLAGE HALL BREAK INS 13 APRIL & 10 MAY

The clerk reports that since the last Parish Council meeting there have been 2 break ins at the village hall and parish office. Both times forced entry was via the kitchen window. On the first occasion there was also an attempt to enter via the roof as tiles had been removed.

It is essential that security is discussed and actioned as necessary as a matter of urgency starting with the installation of grilles to the 10 rear and side windows of the building (quote received in the sum of £2680 + VAT). The 9 front windows would cost an additional £1708 +VAT. The rear and side grilles have been ordered.
Additional items to consider are cameras, alarms, signage and panic buttons. Although an alarm on the whole of the building could cause problems with unnecessary call outs with so many hirers using the hall without knowledge of how the system works, there would not be such problems with an alarm in the parish office. On both occasions the office was the main focus of attention as well as the rear storage area on the first occasion.
