NOTES ON DISCUSSION REGARDING USE OF HEATHSIDE BY HORTON KIRBY CRICKET CLUB

The following notes are based on discussion at the Recreation and Open Spaces Committee on 12 March 2008.

This use is for colts at the moment. The season lasts only from 5 May to end July. Games would be predominantly on alternate Saturdays and 2 weekday evenings.

Cricket square would be 18 yds x 28 yds. They would like the public to keep off this area but roping it off would probably be impracticable and doesn’t work.  The club would keep this square cut. The field other than the square would be open to the public at all times except during matches.

Overall pitch would be 120 yds in both directions, taking up most of the E - W space but not the whole space N – S. It would allow the public to walk round the boundary during games.

Football pitch barrier would need to be removed. The expense of this must be taken into account when agreeing details.

Development of the ground could be done by the club or, more likely, by professionals paid for by the club or through grants from ECB. If the ground work was carried out in the Autumn of 2008, it could come into play in 2009 but, more likely, 2010.

Concerning equipment which needed to be stored on site, this was not envisaged as sightscreens were not needed and scoreboards would be portable.

Rules for use would have to include no vehicles and security of the field.

Public events like fetes and concerts would be incorporated into the fixtures list with no problems other than having to rope off the square.

Village hall extension could be adapted to take account of needs of cricket club who could hire the hall extension for their toilet needs. Changing space and refreshment areas not necessarily needed.
